On June 24, 2022, the U.S. Supreme Court ruled to overturn the 1973 Roe v. Wade
decision, which granted American women the right to abortion.

There are cases in which an induced abortion may be necessary in order to protect a
woman’s life and her physical and mental health. In Japan, the safety of induced abortion is
covered by the Maternal Health Act.

The Japan Association of Obstetricians and Gynecologists is determined to protect the
lives and the mental and physical health of all women and respect their “sexual and reproductive

health and rights”, and will continue to comply with the Maternal Health Act.
